PERSONAL ACTION PLAN

Grace & Empowerment

Consider the following biblical ways to increase empowering grace in your life:

1. Humility – All of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another,

because, "God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.” Humble

yourselves, therefore, under God's mighty hand, that he may lift you up in due

time. Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you. (I Peter 5:5‐7 NIV)

What actions can you take to increase true humility in your life? (Note: we

are not talking about a weak and self‐deprecating “false humility.”)

2. Believing God Really Believes in You – When the angel of the LORD

appeared to Gideon, he said, "The LORD is with you, mighty warrior." . . . "Go

in the strength you have and save Israel out of Midian's hand. Am I not sending

you?" "But Lord," Gideon asked, "how can I save Israel? My clan is the

weakest in Manasseh, and I am the least in my family." The LORD

answered, "I will be with you, and you will strike down all the Midianites

together." (Judges 6:12‐16 NIV)

What specific things can you do to increase your faith that God truly believes

in you?

3. The hearing of Faith – O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you . . .

This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of

the law, or by the hearing of faith? Are you so foolish? Having begun in the

Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh? . . . Therefore He who

supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do it by the

works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? (Galatians 3:1‐4 NKJV)

What actions can you take to increase the “hearing of faith” and dramatically

decrease the “works of the law” in your life?

4. Boldly Receiving God’s Love and Help in Your Weakest

Moments ‐ For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with

our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let us

therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and

find grace to help in time of need. (Hebrews 4:15‐16 NKJV)

What specific things can you do to increase your boldly receiving God’s love

in your weakest moments?

5. Participating in a Prophetic Culture – Let no corrupt word proceed

out of your mouth, but what is good for necessary edification, that it may

impart grace to the hearers. (Ephesians 4:29 NKJV)

What specific things can you do to hear more words from others that will

impart grace into your life?

6. Which two or three of the above actions are the most

important for you to increase grace's empowerment in your life? What

will you do to help make these happen?
